Howard graduated from Willcox High School in 1952, and earned a Bachelor
of Science degree, with distinction, in Biological Science at Arizona State
University.

On June 10, 1956, Howard married Gwen Clayton at the Willcox United
Methodist Church; this started them out on a life filled with adventures, lasting
almost 66 years.

As a graduating Reserve Officer Training Corp (ROTC) student in 1956, he
was honored with an Association of the United States Army - AUSA National
award for demonstrating the “highest degree of leadership.” After six years of
service in the Army Medical Service Corp, Howard received an honorable
discharge and returned to his hometown of Willcox with his wife and their first
three children. The fourth was born after their return to Willcox.

Howard served as Executive Vice-President and General Manager of SSVEC
for 24 years.

Howard and Gwen built their “dream home” in 1964 where they raised their
four children and remained throughout the years.
