Above all, Jose was a devoted father to his eight children—His
love and dedication to his family were unwavering, and he worked tirelessly to
ensure they had everything they needed. His children and their families carry
forward the values he instilled in them: hard work, kindness, and the



importance of community and family. Throughout his long life, Jose was a
pillar of strength, a man who was respected by all who knew him. He touched
countless lives with his gentle spirit, his wisdom, and his steadfast
commitment to those he loved. His presence will be deeply missed, but his
legacy will live on in the many lives he touched and the stories that will be told
for generations to come.
