He is also survived by his children
Tama (Tim) Atwell of Richland Ranchettes (Cochise), Wayne (Carol) Cooper, Jr., of
Richland Ranchettes (Cochise), Mary (Felipe) Murrieta of Tucson, Julie (Todd) Barnes of
Virginian Beach, Virginia, Peter (Jeanne) Cooper of Tucson, Lisa Lewis of Nortonville,
Kentucky, Michael Alex Cooper of Willcox and Matthew Adrian Copper of Tucson. Wayne
is also survived by fourteen grandchildren and fifteen great grandchildren, and his
Brothers Jim (Julie) Marshall of Vancouver, Wisconsin and John (MaryLou) Marshall of
Hoopa, California and his sisters Patricia (Richard) Bonocci and Jeanne (Terry) Ramos
both of California and Stephian (Jack) Wittington of Obrien, Florida.
